Dear Parents /Carers  

As you will be aware Court Lane Infant Academy had their latest Ofsted Inspection on Tuesday 23rd and Wednesday 24th April 
2024. I am delighted to inform you that Court Lane Infant Academy has retained its ‘good’ judgement by Ofsted. The full 
report is included with this letter and can also be viewed on our website.  

The dedication and professionalism of staff has led to the school maintaining this ‘good’ judgement, and I am thrilled that 
the hard work of our staff has been recognised.
