On the day of the visit children should wear trainers and trousers/shorts with their school uniform shirt and sweatshirt 
or cardigan, to aid visibility and safety.  If the weather is warm the children will need a sunhat and sun cream. If the 
weather is cold please ensure your child brings a coat.  The children do not need to bring any money, as we will not 
be visiting the shop.    

Caterlink will provide a packed lunch for each child as part of the Universal Free School Meal entitlement, including 
those who currently have an agreed special diet with them.  If you wish to provide your child with a packed lunch 
please indicate on the online consent form. Please note you will need to provide a drink for your child if they are 
having a Caterlink packed lunch.   

All children will also need to have a small rucksack that they are able to carry their lunch and drink in, this includes 
children that have requested a Caterlink packed lunch. Please be mindful that your child will need to carry this with 
them for the day, so nothing too big. 

Prescribed medicines i.e. antibiotics and inhalers will be taken on the visit for those children where a permission form 
has been signed by parents prior to the visit or for children with a chronic medical condition.   

We would appreciate offers of help from parents who are able to accompany the children and work with them in 
small groups on this visit.  Please indicate on the online form if you are able to help and your child’s class teacher will 
reply with a letter in your child’s book bag by Friday 8th May.  Unfortunately, if we do not have enough helpers the trip 
may not be able to go ahead.
